· Logo Standards
The Tuck symbol is the primary visual element in the Tuck identity program. While it incorporates such traditional elements as a shield, the school founding date, and the administration building façade, it is rendered in an abstract and contemporary manner projecting Tuck as a forward-thinking institution with substantial heritage and credibility.

Dartmouth College owns the trademark to the Tuck symbol, but it is only necessary to print the ® for licensed products. Any licensed use must be approved by the Legal Affairs Office 603-646-1729.

· Correct Usage
The Tuck logos should only appear in conjunction with official Tuck communications, presentations, web publications, or events. With permission, corporate partners, recruiters, students, and others may also use the Tuck logo. For example, TuckStuff, a student-owned and operated business designed to provide merchandise to Tuck students, clubs, alumni, and other Tuck organizations, pays a fee for their commercial use of the logo. 

The symbol may appear independently or in conjunction with the Tuck or Tuck at Dartmouth names as appropriate to specific applications. Generally, the symbol alone or with the Tuck name beneath it will be used when the full school name appears on the same communication. The symbol with Tuck at Dartmouth will be used when it is appropriate to reenforce the Dartmouth College connection.

The logo may appear in black, white, Tuck green (PMS 349), warm gray (PMS 424), or reversed out of another color. Tuck green is used to preserve valuable equity and to maintain continuity with the past.

· Incorrect Usage
You may not use the logo in colors other than black, white, Tuck green, or warm gray.

You may not alter the logo by moving the type above or to one side. Do not stretch or otherwise distort the symbol.

· To COPY the Tuck Logo into another Word document:

· Click anywhere on one of the logos to select it.

· From the Edit menu, select Copy.

· Open the destination document and position the insertion point.

· From the Edit menu, select Paste.

· To RESIZE the Tuck Logo

· Click anywhere on the logo to select it.

· Position the mouse pointer over the small open-square “handle” at the bottom right corner.  The cursor will change to a diagonal double-pointed arrow.

· While holding down the mouse button, move the mouse diagonally inward (to make the image smaller) or outward (for a larger image).

· Position the picture on the page as needed.
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
